THlS year the perennial problem of housing students who come to the
University from outside Birmingham, has taken on dimensions greater than
ever before. The problem is so acute that some students may have to return
home as there is nowhere for them to live.

Requests for volunteer landladies have been made in the local Press, but
the Lodgings Warden's Office is still in a state of turmoil with long queues of

students seeking digs or flats.

Why should the problem be more acute

At the time of going to press, no figures are
f digs still required—as requests from students

this year? In the first place the

University is expanding rapidly (the slogan 1s 7,000 by 1970). This year the
problem 1s also aggravated by the fact that the Arts and Law Faculties have

moved out to Edgbaston.

Accommodation which
would have been suitable for
students working at Edmund
Street, is so far from Edgbas-
ton that daily travelling 1s
both arduous and expensive.
Erdington and Sutton Cold-
field are examples of places
too far away from Edgbaston,
especially when travelling is
done on public transport
during the rush hours.

Financial problem

The problem is not merely that
of a growing student population
looking for digs within a conve-
nient radius of the University.

There is also a serious shortage
of digs that are suitable for
students — suitable particularly
in the financial sense. One Ger-
man fresher, for example, said
that he is paying four guineas a
week for bed and breakfast!

This is & reflection on the
general prosperity of Birming-
ham at the present time. The
city atfracts numerous people
into its factories, commerce and
public services from other parts
of the country. These people,
and the men working on redeve-
lopment in the city, all swell the
numbers locking for accommoda-
tion.

What is more, these people are
considerably more attractive to
