ABOUT

HE extensions to the Union

' Building which are now in
the course of erection are due
to be completed in time for the
beginning of the Session
1960/61 when the Faculties of
Arts and Law and the Depart-
ment of Education will finally
move to the Edgbaston site.

In planning the layout of the
new building, attention has been
paid to the provision of additional
facilities for social and cultural
activities and in particular for the
provision of adeguate accom-
modation for Student Societies.
No additional catering facilities
have been included since the New
Refectory, building of which is to
be started in the very near fufure,
is designed to deal with the major
catering problems of the large
university population whnich will
be centred on the Edgbaston site.

The basement of the new wing
will contain additional toilet accom-
modation for both men and women,
a Photographic Dark Room, Hair-
dressing Salpons, a Reereation Room,
(four table tennis tables) and &
Billiard Room, (eight tables).

The ground floor will incorporate a
new Entrance Hall, a large Mixed
Lounge and Women's Common Room.

The first floor accommodates a
Reading Room and Library, & Gramo-
phone Room with cubicles for
individual listening, a tiered Couneil
Room and Debating Chamber and a
number of Committee Rooms of
yarious sizes.

The upper floor will accommodate
all the administrative Offices to-
gether with rooms for Athletic Union,
Debating Society, Publications, efe.
There is also a room for use by
Societies which will contain type-
writers and a duplicator.

ALTERATIONS

There are a number of altera-
tions which will be carried out in
the old part of the building in
conjunction with the new ex-
tensions. In the Men's Basement
additional shower bath facilities
are being provided.
