THE possibility that grants may be axed and replaced
by a loans system is once again uppermost in the

minds of student leaders.

This follows rumours that the Labour Gn\rgrn ment, upder
heavy pressure to cut public spending, is again considering the idea.

Tony Klug, Guild President,
made his reaction immediately
clear. “Loans will be in dirvect
opposition not only to Guild
Council and N.U.S. policy but
also to the principles of Social-
ist Government,” he said.

It was reported over the weelk-
end that a senior Treasury official
{8 now in- Washington studyving the
puaranteed student loans scheme
introduced by the Federal Govern-
ment lesl year.

Sir Robert Aftken, the Univer-
sity’s Vice Chvancellor, said, “I am
sure that the idea has heen float-
ing around in the Covernment ever
since last vear, and it is now coming
to the forefront again."

In July of last vear the Depart-
ment of Education and Science,
under heavy pressure to review the
structure of student grants, issued a
circular asking for the views of
Local Government, educational and
student bodies.

FORGOTTEN

The N.U.S. opposed the reception
of the circular dealing with changes
in student loans and pressed for a
Turther rise in grants. The pro-
posed changes were (hen forgotten
by the Government,

Now the University Grants Com-
mittee has been told Informally by
a number of Unlyversity Vice Chan-
cellors, who had previously been
cool to the idea, that they would
prefer it if it meant smaller cuts
in their expansion allocation.

“T know of at least one WVice
Chancellor who has publicly said
that he would favour loans under
these conditions,” sald Slr Robert,
He continued that he had not had

time to examine all the different

aspects of the idea. *“Whalb stu-
dents must remember is thal this
country has so much money to
spend on  education and it can
either give it to the Universitics or
to the students.

“What we are Interested in s
oiving stndents a proper education.”
He added that he mould also under-
stand the students’ point of view.

A CRISIS in higher education

during the next few years
was predicted by the Vice-
Chancellor, Sir Robert Aitken,
last week, He said that far
more school-children than ex-
pected were passing examina-
tions and consequently the de-
mand for university places
might be as much as 20 per
cent higher than envisaged in
the Robbins Report,

need more money

Because more students than ex-
pected  obtained the necessary
qualifications for entry, the Uni-
versity of Birmingham has {his
year ftaken more undergraduates
than planned.

Unless the government was pre-
pared to make bigger grants, uni-
versities would not be able to cope
with the excess, he said.

Sir Robert continued: “If Lhis
extra demand comes, it will not be
possible to meet it unless the
Government and the Department
of Education and Sclence alfer

their policy of adhering to the
Robbins figures when calculating
grants.”

Birmingham University receives
an average of 14 applications for
every place available each year.
About  half the applicants put
Birmingham as their first or second
choice.

Medicine receives the greatest
number of applicants—325. for each
place. Commerce and Social
Science have 16 applicants per
place and Arls 15.5.

It was the success of his work here—
intelligent, witty, literary—that led to his being chosen by
The Observer.

Full marks for homework. Being The Observer's theatre
critic is hard work. He has to see a lot of plays, obviously.
It takes research. Bryden was the only London critic to find,
then read, a copy of Lope de Vega's La Fianza Satisfecha,
the original of Osborne's A Bond Honoured. (The Guardian
had started a rumour that it didn’t exist.)

Still not bored. After more than 1,000 plays Bryden has still
not been bored. Whatever thesreason for this, it seems to
result in not being boring. Read him in The Observer every
Sunday. You may agree.

T"HE: Rt. Hon, |Sir Edward
Boyle Bt, M.P., presid
of the university Conservative
Association, will be addressing
the assoeiation's first meeting of
the session on the subject of
“Conservative Opposition.” The
meeting will be held on Friday,
October Tth, at 530 pm.

Well known for his liberal views,
Sir Edward took an early interest
in politics. He was an active mem-
ber of the Conservative AssocNition
at Oxford and later became Vice-
Chairman of the Federation of
University Conservative Assocla-
tions. In 1048 he was elected Presi-
dent of the Oxford Union and for
five months toured America as a
member of the University Debating
Team.

Assistant

After graduating In 1949,
Edward took up jourmalism
became assistant editor of “The
National Review." At the 1950
General Election he contested the
Perry Barr Division of Birmingham
and in November 1850 he was suc-
cessful in a by-election in Hands-
worth, the constltuency he ha: re-
presented ever since.

Since then he has held a m.mher
of offices under the Conservative
Government, interrupted only by
his resignation at the time of the
Suez crisis in 1956. Back under Mr.

FORMER Birmingham Univer-
sity Student, Ian Nelson, is in
prison In Greece awaiting trial for
manslaughter after belng involved
in a road accident.

The accident happened at night
on the main Kavald-Thessalonika
road. Sald John Hlingworth, who
was in the van at the time of the
accident, “There was this pgreat

bang, and loads of flying glass.”

“Stopping to see what had hap-
pened we saw this motor-cyclist in
the hedge, still alive at this time.
We stopped the traffic and asked a
lorry driver to go for help, The
police came three-quarters of an
hour later, but no doctor.” The
motor-cyclist died later.

CONTROL’
URGES SPEAKER

'\]'R R. B. McCALLUM, Mas-
2 ter of Pembroke College,
Oxford, in a pamphlet pub-
lished last Monday said, “We
must watch continually with a
critical eye for defects in uni-
versity education controlled by
the State.

“These may anpear in the form of
various minor tyrannies, but more
often in an adherance to certain in-
tellegtual fashions and assumplicns
of uncertain validity.

“We must guard against the pos-
sibility of university education
being used as an instrument of poli-
tical power by those who have the
means of controlling it.'

Mr, MeCallum continues that
some Institutions of higher educa-
tion free from State subsidy are de-
sirable as a rival or “control” on the
majority. “We must grasp the prin-
ciple that equality as the prime aim
of education is false and will defeat
the true purpose of free and inde-
pendent thought. For this reason
we must encourage diversity in in-
stitutions and methods.”
