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PACKED Deb. Hall listened last Tuesday to the
arguments for and against a boycott of South

African goods at the Special General Meeting of the
Guild called in response to a petition by 50 members
of the Guild. The president, who took the chair,
reminded the House before the meeting began that
Guild Council is the supreme body in the Guild and
any decision taken by the S.G.M. would have to be

ratified by Council before it could have any effect

upon Guild policy.

The motion before the meet-
ing, proposed by Mr. B.
Faulkner was as follows:

This general meeting of the

Guild of Undergraduates of the |

University of Birmingham:

(a) Protests against the action
of the South African Govern-
ment in its policy of segrega-
tion in higher education.

(b) Regards a boycott of South
African goods as a means of
expressing its disapproval.

(c) Urges Guild members to
participate in. such a boycott,
and

(d) Urges the Guild to refrain
from buying those goods listed
by the N.U.S.

NO POLITICAL ISSUE

In proposing the motion, Mr.
Faulkner emphasised that this
was not a political issue, although
it has recently been taken up by
the political parties.

We are protesting, he said,
dgainst an  infringement ol
academic freedom which must

affect us as University students.
He went on to outline the pro-
visions of the new Bill, passed last
year to close the two “Open”
Universities to non-white students
and to place the conirol of Bantu
and Asian education under the
Minister of Native Affairs, instead
of the Minister of Education.

This meant, in effect, the com-
plete loss of academic freedom in
that Universities would have to
accept students for reasons other
than academic merit and that there
would be seripus restrictions on
the political freedom of students
and of staff. Already staff from
Fort Hare Universily College, which
has recently been taken over by
the Government, have been dis-
missed.

In conclusion Mr. Faulkner asked
the House to support the boycott as
a practical way of expressing our
disgust for the educational policy
of the South African Government.
He ended by quoting * There is
nothing that touches man that is
not my concern.”

MINORITY INTERESTS

Opposing the motion, Mr. J. H. .

Gunn asked the Guild to maintain
its impartiality on an issue of this
kind and safeguard the interests of
{ts own minorities, He compared
the motion to attempting to sup-

i yseei

port the Aldermaston marchers or

the Government's policy in Central
Africa, guestions upon which the
Guild would not, and should not
comment.

He suggested that the proper
course for those in favour of the
boyeott would be to organise the
members of the Guild who
agreed with them, but not to
try to make the boycott a part
of official Guild policy.
Seconding the motion Mr. B.

Piper reminded the House that the
Union of South African Students
had asked us to support this boy-
cott as a specific protest against the
curtailment of academic freedom.’

He said that the President's
South Africa Society is already col-
lecting funds to aid sufferers under
the new edueation bill. The boy-
cott would however focus world
opinion on Apartheld even more
strongly and might perhaps Dpre-
vent its being enforced strietly.

YIGOROUS DEBATE

In the wigorous debate which
followed the proposition and
speeches, Mr, B. Stacey gquestioned
the effectiveness of the boycott and
sald that we should not attempt to
compel members not to buy South
African goods.

If each individual refused the
goods the Guild catering depart-
ments would eventually find that
it was uneconomic to stock them.

In reply ito a suggestion that
the boycott is bound Lo be con-
sidered as a political measure
another speaker said that to
attempt to be a-political is the
very worst kind of politics.

We must take a definite stand
against racialism, and as the

Declaration of Human Rights was
being treacherously ignored in
South Afriea, the sufferers under
Apartheid have no means of Tepre-
sentation so it is up to cutsiders to
protest on their behalf.

A speaker who said that he was
the only person in the room to have
visited South Africa, made &
courageous attempt to justify the
policy of the Nationalist Govern-
ment, but was given a stormy
reception by the meeting as a
whole.  In reply, a coloured student
said that the natives are bound to
suffer whatever we do, but we must
ensure that South Africa is as 1s0-
lated by world opinion as Nazl
Germany was before World War IL

One of the last speakers sug-
gested that to risk causing un-
employment in South Africa
might very possibly lead to unrest
and precipitate a bloodbath.

In summing up, Mr. Faulkner
said that the boycott may not be
as effective as we would wish, but
that this was no reason not to po
test. We should be able Lo exj
our opinions through the Guild and
especially show our concern at a
terrible situation.

The vote showed a majority for
the entire motion.

Then
on came the dancers, two lithe
young men in Cossack uniform
with a difference. Gone was the
sombre blue, instead white satin
tunics and red boots flashed aboub
the stage. The dancing was as active
yvirile and magnificent as Russian
dancers always seem to be. They
danced to a pounding rhythm sung
by the chorus in the background and
although the audience shouted for
more none was forthcoming.

The interval proper followed and
when the Cossacks returned the mood
had lightened even more and joviality
prevailed. Marching and Cavalry
songs which would be more familiar
to the Cossacks came thundering out
with the whistles and shrieks of a
hilarious Russian Chorus. Now they
smiled at our applause and Serge
Jaroff laughted. The audience loved
it and hands and feet clapped and
stamped until they were sore.
