A study of Carnival over the past
decade shows the erratic nature of
the results.

Also, students’ interest seems
to be waning; although many took
part in last year’s Carnival, many
more used the official thrie-day holi-
day as an excuse to go home.

Over the ages, the traditional
students’ rag has lost its original
raison d'etre, the excuse for stu-
dents, most of whom are pretty
staid anyway, to justify the public
image of the impecunious seeker
after knowledge by shocking, amus-
ing, conning and generally enter-
aining the generally interested
populace, Now the student image
has lost its comfortable grown-up-
schoolboy aura of respectability, and
the Great Rate-Paying Public are no
longer prepared to subsidise thinly-
disguised hooliganism: this auto-
matically makes them more inclined
to hang on to their pennies, espe-
cially when the proceeds go to some-
thing as suspiciously vague as “Bir-
mingham charities.”

ATTITUDES

Along with public attitudes, the
organisation has changed. Out goes
the spontaneity and with it much of
the afbtractiveness of temporary
anarchy; instead, the whole thing
is planned like a massive business
venture, far ftoo concerned with
profit and loss to be interesting or

progressive. ‘Too inuch emphasis 18
placed on geiting the money, and
too little on glving walue for it
which is surely ome of the prime
consideratons of any organisation
wishing to make a profit and stay in
business,

OUT OF FASHION

The stunts themselves have be-
come hackneyed and predictable
over the years. Bed races, piano-
smashing, and marathons of one
kind or another are the norm, with
kidnappings somewhat out of
fashion. About the only thing that
hasn't been tried is a full-scale
battle with real deaths; yet, strange
as it may seem, this possibility was
looked upon in all seriousness by the
joint committee as a real danger—
student rivalry and over-enthusiasm,
etc., with Aston and Birmingham
students slaughtering one another
to the happy cheers of the millions.
Fortunately, there was no inter-
necine war.

The question of “in” people is
a very vexing one ; after a short
while one ceases to judge people
by their personal qualities, and
judges them instead by whether
they are “in" people or not.

Many people also criticise the
Guild for being a clique which is
out of touch with the major part
of the University. One reason why
it is out of touch is the size of the
University; many people, while they
like the actual campus of the Uni-
versity, feel that they would be hap-
pier in a smaller place—one of the
new universities, for example,

A widely-quoted reason for disil-
lusionment is the general apathy
of most of the students; a few
people seem to be responsible for
most of what goes on and the
rest sink into an apathetle, anony-
mots mass. One student compared
the University with Oxford and
Leeds, where he had previously
studied; they both had far more
things happening and much less
apathy. This cdoes not mean that
Birmingham is the only apathy-
ridden university. One would not
think that many people were here
by choice either; comparatively few
people seem to enjoy their subjects.

“Widely-felt”

Unfriendliness is another widely-
felt flaw in the atmosphere of the
University, After the first few days
in the University people form a
small clique of friends and cease
to be interested in anyone else. One
then has little cholce but to base
one's whole social life for the next
three wears on this one small
EToup;

A second-year stu-
dent complained that one cannot
just walk into the Coffee Bar and
start talking to the first person one

Many students are disillusioned
with their courses, either becaiise
they are conservative and narrow,
or else because they are too exam-
orientated. Many people expected
considerable freedom with regard to
work; instead it is little better than
school, and in some cases worse.

One girl said that many of the
students were like overgrown sixth
formers; another thought the rea-
son for this was that the courses
do not encourage people to act like
anything but sixth-formers. Some
people are disappointed by the
teaching staff, who they find in
many cases unfriendly and teo in-
tent on maintaining their preca-
rlous images

Many people are disillusioned be-
cause the University does not have
the intellectual atmosphere that
they expected; conversely, others
feel the atmosphere is too intellec-
tual. A Combined Honours student
said: “It's loaded against you to
think for vourself.” She =aid that
if you do think for yourself instead
of following your professor's or tu-
tor's attitudes you seem likely to
do less well than those who rigidly
toe the line.

Another student, commenting on
the lack of intellectualism, said
that the amount of stealing and
vandalism that goes on  hardly
seems compatible with the supposed
intelligence of the students.

“Sore subject”

The Halls of Residence (always
A sore sublect) have been the
source of much disappointment and
annoyance to  thelr inhabitants.
Although they are comfortable and
a ready source of friends from a
wide range of departments, many
people are irked by their rules, and
the d arity between the rules of
the different Halls. Ridge women
are particularly disturbed by their
unfortunate image,

It is obvious that what disillu-
sions some people will please others,
A lot of people will criticise the
distlluzioned students for not doing
anything about the aspects of the
University which they dislike, But
what can they do? Most people
feel that the University is too large
for them to make any impact on
it. There is no tradition for people
to live up to, as at the older uni-
versities, or to create, as at the
new universities: instead there is
just apathy and nothingness.

as Hurry Sundown shows a
new understanding slowly and
painfully emerging from old
prejudices, In the Heat of the
Night ends on a note of optim-
ism which ecannot be applied
to the rest of the film,

This is not to deny that it is a
good film, Jewison obviously feels
that progress can only be made
through the inferaction of indi-
viduals. The film deals with the at-
tempts of a Negro policeman from
Fhiladelphia to solve a murder in
Sparta, Miss.

His efforts are frustrated by the
local police chief who is concernecd
only with catching someone—any-
one, even one of his own officers.
As soon as he arrests someone, we
know he is no longer a suspect.

Although he is overshadowed by
the efficient Negro, the local man
grodually comes to see his quali-
ties. Nor is the process one-sided
for the Negro must also overcome
his personal feeings before he can
get on the right track.

Jewison has shown his potential
in such films as The Cincinnatti
Kid and his latest film has every-
thing: visually beautiful, with
music by Quincy Jones and superb
acting from Poitler and Steiger,
all blended into a whole which
entertains first and teaches second.
