ISIR.—The essence of a University lies in its capability to

stimulate originality and creativity in its members and
to develop further the ability to think and come to a decision
after thinking. Further, Society demands that a student be
trained in a particular field with the object of performing
some social function. These two aspects are not incompatible

To take an example, a graduate
who has worked up from the
knowledge and experience, but

rather is employed for his initiative and ideas about what to

cate enthusiasm, stimulate
originality and be an example
of approach to the subject
rather than a collection of text-
books about the subject?—for
this would seem to be the crux
of the whole matter. If Profes-
sor Ferns' criteria of a lecture
(REDBRICE, Nov. 18th) were
fulfilled, many critics would be
silenced, but the antithesis of
these criteria reaches its climax
when research students have to
attend lectures where calcula-
tions from standard text-books
are performed in lengthy de-
tall. A graver charge to be
levelled against the method of
lectures as a means of com-
munication is that it makes no
allowance for the different
rates of progress of the stu-
dents, and what may seem
trivial to one may seem im-
possible to anocther.

Why not leave out all the de-
tails amply covered by textbooks
{most of which contain large
quantities of “problems” with
solutions) and have a very few
lectures by distinguished people

AS this is the last REDBRICK of the term, it
seems appropriate to take a backward glance
at what has happened.

For one thing, apathy, that dreaded watch-
word of the Union pundits has been considerably
less evident, though this is in part owing to the
electioneering of the General Election. The wind
of change blew sharp and cool, and we can still
feel its effect.

The Griffiths business showed that students
had moral conscience and above all common sense.
For once, political conviction seemed to mean some-
thing.

On the social scene the Jazz Club opened after
a long stay in the wilderness and is now an appre-
ciated part of Union night life, especially as it is
the only place where it is possible to get coffee
without having to go to the “Gigi” or the nearest
bowling alley.
